Strategic Planning: As in the past, our main goal is to foster recognition of outstanding

academic achievement in the professional curriculum.  In addition, we strive to provide

meaningful service to the College of Pharmacy, the profession, and the community. 

The College of Pharmacy and the Beta Upsilon chapter have a relatively

small number of students and many Rho Chi members are active in other organizations. 

As a result, our activities must be focused and well organized.  Our major goals for the

2015-2016 academic year are (1) review the popular Rho Chi Society Spelling Bee in

order to enhance publicity, (2) plan for a speaker (with a pertinent topic) for the initiation

ceremony, and (3) have at least one fellowship event outside of scheduled chapter

meetings.
Activities:  On April 9, 2015 the chapter held the fifth annual College of Pharmacy Spelling Bee.  As in the past, the event was successful and popular and showcased how our students have mastered complex medical and pharmaceutical terminology.  Twenty pharmacy students entered as contestants and students and faculty were present as audience members.  College of pharmacy faculty served as moderators and spelling word presenters. The top three spellers received awards for their accomplishments.  The awards were academically oriented (e.g., Sanford Guide to Antimicrobial Therapy).  The remaining top ten winners received gift certificates.  Chapter President Erin McGuire and her fellow officers and members did an outstanding job of organizing and planning the activity.
Financial/ Budgeting: The Beta Upsilon Chapter is completely supported by membership dues. 
Initiation Function: The Beta Upsilon Chapter holds a joint initiation ceremony every fall semester with our Phi Lambda Sigma chapter.  This approach has been highly successful and has led to excellent attendance by faculty, students, families, and friends of inductees.  The evening begins with a buffet dinner, followed by recognition of faculty and dignitaries and the initiation ceremonies for the Rho Chi and Phi Lambda Sigma chapter.  In Fall 2014, the initiation banquet and ceremony featured an alumnus who spoke about setting and achieving professional goals, an ideal topic for members of Rho Chi and Phi Lambda Sigma.  
Evaluation/Reflection: During the 2014-2015 academic year, the Beta Upsilon chapter continued to provide chapter members with an opportunity for service to the College of Pharmacy and the local community.  The vast majority of Rho Chi members are also active members and leaders in other student organizations.  The Spelling Bee continues to gain in popularity and the charitable causes greatly appreciate our efforts to raise funds for their needs.  The College of Pharmacy has also expressed appreciation for our joint Rho Chi/PLS honors banquet.
