Strategic Planning: 

Plan and execute the 6th annual Rho Chi Quiz Bowl. It is an interprofessional event held at the OHSU campus that include students from multiple health care fields to foster collaboration and encourage intellectual competition.

Activities:  This year marked the 7th Annual Rho Chi Quiz Bowl. It is a jeopardy-style event that challenges students from a variety of healthcare professions to use their knowledge gained in school. It was held on Thursday, April 7th  at the OHSU Student Center. All OHSU professional students were encouraged to form teams of 4. This year 5 teams attended. Two teams were from pharmacy, the other three were medicals students, dental students, and graduate students from the school of medicine. 

Questions came from a variety of topics which were submitted by professors from the different schools. The top three teams were awarded gift cards to various restaurants ($50 to each first place member, and $25 to each 2nd and 3rd place member). First place went to a team from the School of Medicine, Second place went to a team from the College of Pharmacy, and Third went to a team from the School of Dentistry. Catered dinner was provided for all who attended.

Financial/ Budgeting: The OHSU All-Hill Council and the OSU College of Pharmacy Executive Council provided funding for this year’s Quiz Bowl. The budet was desined and adhered to as planned. 
Initiation Function: Initiation will take place on June 1st, 2016 at the Alumni Center on the OSU campus in Corvallis, Oregon. A total of sixteen new members will be initiated. Current officers and faculty advisor will be in attendance.
