Initiation Function: 
The induction ceremony was sponsored by CVS Pharmacy and held on the second floor of the ULM School of Pharmacy Building on Thursday, September 18, 2014.  The ceremony began with opening remarks by Dr. Michael Cockerham, Associate Dean of Academic Affairs, and our 2013-2014 Chapter President, Jennifer Ballard.  Dinner was provided by Daily Harvest and consisted of pot roast, green beans, au gratin potatoes, salad, and bread pudding.  After dinner, our guest speaker, Dr. Beejal Shah, lectured about the evolution of hand washing in the hospital setting.  Dr. Shah is a ULM Alumna and past Beta Chi President, and is currently an inpatient pharmacist at University Health in Shreveport, LA.  Dr. Shah’s presentation, “Wash and Learn: Critical Inquiry, Then and Now” highlighted the struggles of the Hungarian physician Ignaz Semmelweiz as he tried to introduce the concept of hand washing to the medical community in the mid-19th century.  After the presentation, the new members were initiated and new officers were installed.  Finally, Rho Chi Teacher of the Year was awarded to Dr. David Caldwell.
Evaluation/Reflection: 
This past fall, we continued the tutoring program that has been in effect in past years to help students succeed in their academic courses. We specifically focused on the first-year class and those courses that are notorious to be troublesome for many students. We feel the service we provided has been invaluable due to the struggle many first-year students experience as they transition from undergraduate courses to the increasing course load offered in pharmacy school. The program was advertised to the students throughout orientation week as well as in throughout the semester. All Rho Chi members got involved and divided up their responsibilities by signing up for a specific section of those courses. Many professors have complimented the program as the average scores in those courses increased compared to past years. Students who attended sessions also commented that the program was very helpful.  The program should be reevaluated on how to continue the service in the spring, as well as possibly reaching out to the second-year students. 

The community outreach event took place at The Council on Aging and was a great success. All Rho Chi members participated by visiting with the elderly, as well as serving them lunch and picking up afterwards. The time spent with all of the members was humbling and it was immediately obvious how excited they were to visit with all of us. The main purpose of our visit was to lend an extra hand and get more involved in our community. Everyone had a great time interacting with all of the members and staff at The Council on Aging. It was a wonderful time for everyone and a very rewarding experience. We will continue to look for more opportunities in the future to become more involved in community service events. 

Our Chapter’s Annual Bingo Night fundraiser was extremely successful. Chapter members were able to secure prize donations permitting ten rounds of bingo, as well as two blackout rounds. We exceeded the participation from the previous year, as well as exceeding our own fundraising goal. Bingo Night was a successful event that faculty and students had a great time at and continue to look forward to each year. Having Rho Chi members supply and prepare the gumbo dinner minimized expenses and thus, allowed a respectable financial return. The main purpose of the Annual Bingo Night is to provide a venue for students and faculty to socialize in a relaxed, fun environment. In the future, we hope to continue this event and increase student and faculty participation and revenue generated. 

This year, the Rho Chi Delegate Charlotte Pastor attended the Annual Rho Chi Meeting in San Diego, California. It was a wonderful opportunity to connect and network with other Chapter leaders as well as gain insight into the exciting advances their Chapters are making. In addition, it also served as a forum for the exchange of ideas for new activities, which could be taken back and implemented by our Beta Chi Chapter. The Rho Chi Annual Meeting also provided additional knowledge on the mission of Rho Chi and the initiatives it supports.
