Strategic Planning
The goals we set for our chapter after being inducted were to continue on with traditional events that our chapter has been doing for many years, create a new service event, create a new fundraiser, and create committees.  To encourage and recognize excellence in intellectual achievement, we hosted the Rho Chi Challenge and the Rho Chi Lecture, we recognized faculty with Teaching Excellence Awards, and we encouraged students to participate in H.O.M.E.S. clinic on the day scheduled for our chapter.  To foster fellowship among members, we hosted a toy drive and blood drive, created 5 committees, and distributed cords to be worn at graduation so that members can be recognized for their outstanding achievements.

Initiation Function
The initiation ceremony was held in a private room at Maggiano’s, an Italian Restaurant in Houston, on Friday October 17th at 7pm.  The faculty advisors, the previous year’s officers, the PharmD initiates, and guests were in attendance.  Amanda Martin, the president at the time made opening remarks and led the initiation ceremony.  Along with the initiation ceremony, all in attendance enjoyed a very nice four-course meal.  Also, the current officers were elected, and the previous officers passed on information, advice and any pertinent items to the new officers.
Evaluation/Reflection: I believe our chapter was very effective when executing our traditional events such as the Rho Chi Challenge, Rho Chi Lecture, and the Teaching Excellence Awards.  I believe that we can improve when it comes to fundraising.  I believe that the RxPrep fundraiser that is mentioned in the next section will provide us with ample funds to run our chapter.  

The new Rho Chi eligible students are not determined until after the completion of P2 year, so initiation always occurs in the fall of P3 year for our chapter.  This makes it difficult for the officers to transition into their new roles, since the previous officers are in their P4 year on rotations.  Although I cannot change the time of initiation, I plan to ensure a smoother transition of officers this fall.
Other information:  We started a new fundraiser this year with RxPrep.  RxPrep offers a NAPLEX review course for P4 students; if 40 students sign up, each student registration is discounted by $400 and a student organization gets 10% of the profits from RxPrep.  Our chapter organized the course for P4 students, but unfortunately we did not have 40 students sign up to receive the 10% profits.  Although this fundraiser did not work out this year, we will try this again next year.
