Strategic Planning: What goals were set that relate to the Rho Chi mission?
Goals:

1. Develop rapport with pharmacy students and encourage them contact Rho Chi with questions about coursework or program curriculum. 

2. Establish a tutoring service for 1st and 2nd year pharmacy students.

3. Continue Rho Chi “Study Jams” to help students prepare for examinations.

4. Collaborate with the American Red Cross to host a Rho Chi sponsored blood drive.

5. Host a Rho Chi “Game Night” during pharmacy school interviews to engage prospective students and answer questions about the program.
6. Recognize excellence in teaching through Professor of the Month and Professor of the Year awards.

7. Host a Residency Panel with local PGY1 residents to share experiences with current students and answer questions.

8. Host a residency application process information session with current P4 students who had just completed the residency application process. 
Activities:

Financial/ Budgeting: 
Our Chapter votes to approve expenses based on available funds and approval from advisors.  Rho Chi purchases honor cords for graduating members, snacks and prizes for events, professor of the month lunches, and lunch for the residency panel.  To cover expenses, funds are raised through members participating in “Rent-A-Student” activities and hosting a “WaffleFest” breakfast in the Lobby. Initiation dinner is sponsored by the Dean’s office. See Appendix 2 for Expenses Breakdown.
Initiation Function: 
Our chapter held our new member initiation activities in a private room at a local restaurant. Current Rho Chi members and advisors, new Rho Chi initiates, and faculty members attended the dinner. New members also received recognition at the School of Pharmacy Scholarship Ceremony.
Evaluation/Reflection: 
Our chapter decided early in the year that a major focus of our year would be to become more accessible to students and promote academic excellence in the school of pharmacy. To meet this goal we established a tutoring service that made members of Rho Chi available to provide study help each day of the week. We also continued our exam review sessions that allowed Rho Chi members to interact with students in a group setting. Going forward we plan to continue to improve our involvement with the student body and find additional ways to connect with students and help them succeed. Our chapter also wanted to help students connect with professors and learn more about their backgrounds and interests. Each month after a Professor of the Month was selected by the student body we produced a flyer to place throughout the pharmacy school that included unique and fun facts about the professor that helped students better connect with them. On a similar note, our chapter was able to hang a plaque on our ‘Rho Chi Wall’ in the pharmacy school to commemorate past winners of the Professor of the Year award. Lastly, our chapter wanted to maintain the hard work that was put in by our previous group and maintain a healthy financial situation for the group. We focused on fundraising throughout the year and produced a profit at years’ end.
