The speakers were the President Emeritus of Rho Chi, The University of Findlay president and the dean. The families and friends of the inductees were invited to attend and the ceremony was followed by a reception.

Rho Chi is in the infant stages at The University of Findlay, however each year we make advancements and improvements. This year we mainly focused on providing academic services to the younger students in the College of Pharmacy. In the past there have been study tables that had poor attendance, this year we continued the idea of academic assistance but with an active presentation on specific topics by two Rho Chi students and a faculty member. The younger students completed pre- and post-surveys for each of the events held. Another activity set up this year to help younger students was the Rho Chi student panel. This was a panel of the current Rho Chi students who fielded questions from any student about any topic. The topics covered could be anything from academics to living on and off campus or getting a pharmacy job. Attendance at this event was not as high as we had hoped, and we believe with further preparation and advertisement this can be a successful event. 

Rho Chi also helped our advisor Sandra Earle plan for the first annual MLK Pharmacy Service day to begin in 2016. This is a day where pharmacy students, faculty & staff will all dedicated their time to volunteering in the community. Service one of the core ideals of the field of pharmacy and we believe this will instill the importance of service in our students as they develop as professionals.
