· Conducted a Consignment Text Book Sales Program (Fall 2015).
· Encourage underclassmen to strive to academically excel and become intellectual leaders with high ethical standards

· Participate in UUSOP Organization Overview meeting event to inform incoming pharmacy students about Rho Chi and our Delta Rho Chapter (August 2015).
· Participate in UUSOP Kick-Off Day to inform incoming pharmacy students about Rho Chi and our Delta Rho Chapter (April 2016).
· Provide drug abuse education to troubled teen-age boys (October 2015).
· Foster collaboration with other Union University School of Pharmacy organizations

· Partner with APhA/Generation Rx for YouthTown Local Missions (October 2015).
· Host UUSOP faculty, staff and students to participate in “Operation Christmas Child” (November 2015).

In aiming to encourage and recognize intellectual achievement, we participated in an event called “Tips for Success.” This was the second time Rho Chi members led this informational session to help prepare nervous second year pharmacy students as they were about to begin their Pharmacotherapy courses and Applied Therapeutics course. Two of our members participated by sitting on a student panel where they shared successful study tips and answered questions from the students. We also began a pilot tutoring program in the Pharmacy Calculations Course. Two sessions were held in which P1 students enrolled in pharmacy calculations could seek homework help. Many students attended and we received positive feedback from the course coordinator. We hope to expand tutoring opportunities in the future.
This year we also continued our consignment bookstore for pharmacy textbooks. Our goal with this initiative was to help promote intellectual achievement and contribute to the development of intellectual leaders by hopefully providing affordable resources, at competitive online used text book prices, to students who are either required or recommended to have these text books for various pharmacy courses. It also allowed the opportunity to collaborate with students wishing to sell their slightly used texts. In the fall we held sales during the first several weeks of the school year. Unfortunately, the school of pharmacy is transitioning to an online textbook system. Therefore, it will no longer be feasible to continue a consignment bookstore. 
Delta Rho Chapter members participated in two events, the “Pharmacy Organization Overview” and UUSOP “Kick-Off” Day, with our goal being to reach out to students, before they begin classroom work, and promote our high ethical and educational standards. The “Pharmacy Organization Overview” event is held in the fall semester during the first week of classes for first year pharmacy students. This was our third year to contribute to this day; we met with the P1 class to provide information about Rho Chi, the advantages to being a member, and about our Delta Rho Chapter. This year was our second to be a part of the annual UUSOP Kick-Off Day. This is an event to welcome incoming pharmacy students and is held the spring prior to their starting pharmacy school. At this event, we mingled with students, promoted our organization, and made ourselves available to answer questions while encouraging the intellectual achievement required to be successful in pharmacy school and to become a member of Rho Chi.

For the third year, the Delta Rho Chapter members worked with APhA/GenRx to organize a community service event on October 24th, which benefitted residents of YouthTown. YouthTown of Tennessee is a Christ-centered residential treatment facility for boys ages twelve to eighteen, many with drug abuse problems. This educational event, with some fun as well, was focused on providing the resident teens with information regarding drugs of abuse.  The two groups collaborated to decide on a theme for this year, “Trunk-or-Treat,” where students who attended decorated the trunks of their vehicles, provided information about commonly abused drugs, and of course, “dispensed” treats of various candies. Students also prepared homemade treats, like cookies and brownies, to share with the boys. We have always played basketball, football, soccer, or other sports with the boys on previous trips; this year we hosted a basketball tournament with blended teams consisting of both YouthTown residents and UUSOP students. 
Our other main service outreach was “Operation Christmas Child.” On November 19th, our chapter members hosted a Christmas Present Packing Party – an evening on campus where all pharmacy students, faculty and staff were invited to join us for light refreshments, hot chocolate and Christmas music while we decorated our shoe boxes and filled them with presents for underprivileged children in various countries. We provide a recommended list of items to bring to fill the boxes, and we asked participants to also consider educational toys as a way to meet the mission of promoting intellectual development and leaders. We collected thirty-nine boxes to donate to “Operation Christmas Child.”

We fostered collaboration by working with the Phi Lambda Sigma chapter at our school to organize an honorary dinner for new initiates, current members, and faculty alumni of both Rho Chi and Phi Lambda Sigma. Chapter leaders worked together to organize the meal, decorations, speakers, etc. in recognition of being in their respective organizations. The ceremony and dinner took place on April 21.

The beginning budget for this academic year was $192.50. Members voted on chapter member dues of $65.00 to help cover expenses incurred for various events. The used text book Consignment was conducted at the beginning of the 2015-16 academic school year and generated $99.00 in profit. Costs for the YouthTown event were negligible; members from Rho Chi and APhA-GenRx donated food and drinks. Fees related to the Operation Christmas Child Packing Party were $62.15. The initiation ceremony was again a co-hosted dinner between Rho Chi and PLS new member induction. Costs for the dinner were shared between both organizations; Rho Chi expense was $185.50. Graduate honor cords were also purchased at a cost of $62.50. Our final balance for this academic year is $496.35.

Our Delta Rho Chapter decided to have our initiation ceremony on the same evening as the Phi Lambda Sigma (PLS) Chapter, thus allowing the two organizations to host a joint initiation ceremony dinner in honor of new inductees to each academic and leadership society. The order of events was the Rho Chi initiation ceremony, the joint ceremony dinner with a speaker addressing members of both organizations and then the PLS initiation ceremony. 

The speaker for our event was Dr. Sheila Mitchell, founding Dean of the Union University School of Pharmacy and member of both Rho Chi and Phi Lambda Sigma. Dean Mitchell provided comments on the motivational book “Who Moved My Cheese,” including information about how to adapt to changes in the workplace and in life.

Current members, inductees and UUSOP faculty alumni of each organization attended the dinner and respective ceremony initiations that were held in Providence Hall on the Union University Campus. The Delta Rho Chapter inducted six new members; two students from the class of 2017 and four students from the class of 2018. Graduating Rho Chi members were recognized and given graduation honor cords.

Our small organization has worked to accomplish a great deal. This year we organized and participated in various outreach activities. We were able to have impact within our School of Pharmacy with Kick-off, Pharmacy Organization Overview, Tips for Success Panel, and new tutoring opportunities. We reached our community by visiting YouthTown Jericho, a rehabilitation facility for young men struggling with addiction. We had local and even international outreach with our participation in Operation Christmas Child. We also fostered collaboration with other student organizations by collaborating with APhA Generation Rx for our YouthTown visit and by collaborating with PLS to organize a dinner celebrating our new member inductions. 
Though we have had many successes this year, unfortunately we were not able to continue with our consignment book-sale past the fall semester. In the fall semester we did hold several weeks of book-sales, but our Pharmacy School has since transitioned to an online textbook database.

The Delta Rho Chapter at Union University was established in 2013, and the 2015-2016 school year is our 3rd year of active status. Though we are a small organization, we have worked hard to maximize involvement and work to improve ourselves, our community, and our profession. On a local level, we have greatly increased our presence on campus and in the community. We have increased the visibility of our organization by reaching out to underclassmen and incoming students. With every interaction we espouse the values of Rho Chi and raise awareness about the importance of academic and professional leadership. Such interactions have included participation during Kick-off day, Pharmacy Organization Overview, Tutoring Sessions, and Tips for Success Panel. 

In addition to promoting intellectual leadership, our organization has strived to provide service to our community. For the third year in a row we have continued to visit YouthTown Jericho, a residential treatment facility for young men struggling with addiction issues. For this service activity we cooperated with APhA GenerationRx and were able to reach dozens of young men. The residents alternated between “Trunk-or-Treat” stations, each creatively organized to provide information about drugs of abuse to the residents. In addition to the informational posters, Rho Chi members presented the risks of drugs of abuse, followed by time spent in fellowship with the young men. 
In addition to YouthTown, we have also continued to organize sponsorship for Operation Christmas Child. We hosted a Christmas Present Packing Party, an evening on campus where all pharmacy students, faculty and staff were invited to join us for light refreshments, hot chocolate and Christmas music while we decorated our shoe boxes to be filled with presents for underprivileged children in various countries. We provide a recommended list of items to bring to fill the boxes, and we asked participants to also consider educational toys as a way to meet the mission of promoting intellectual development and leaders. We collected thirty-nine boxes to donate to “Operation Christmas Child.”
Through every activity we have strived to exemplify the Rho Chi Mission statement and foster intellectual development, leadership, and the advancement of pharmacy.
