Strategic Planning: What goals were set that relate to the Rho Chi mission?
The goals that were set by the officers this year were to:
1. Continue fundraising events to send Rho Chi members to the Annual Meeting
2. Plan induction ceremony and poster symposium
3. Expand our service and volunteering opportunities
4. Create a bulletin board to advertise the activities and purpose of our chapter
Activities:  
Fundraising event:
This year our chapter fundraised during the fall and spring semester in order to send two members to the Annual Meeting in San Francisco, CA. We held two Trivia Nights at a local restaurant in which teams of students and faculty competed for various prizes. 
Poster Presentation:
Our chapter of Rho Chi has hosted an annual poster symposium at our school of pharmacy for the past 5 years. However, this year a goal of Wegmans School of Pharmacy was to become more integrated with the rest of the college campus, so our individual poster symposium has become merged to others around the college. Rho Chi members assisted the college department head that oversaw the symposium. The college-wide poster symposium was held on April 28th, 2017 at St. John Fisher College. There were 14 posters presented at this year’s event from students and faculty from within the school. The posters represented both student/faculty research collaborations and health outreach posters. The posters presented this year on behalf of Wegmans School of Pharmacy were as follows:

2. Prevalence of Depression in Myotonic Dystrophy

3. Assessing Knowledge and Level of Concern Regarding Zika Virus in Neuvo Cuscatlan, El Salvador

8. Effects of Fructose Advanced Glycation End Products (AGEs) on Microglia and Neuronal Cell Lines

9. Utilizing a Medication Synchronization Program in Improving Adherence and Overall Health Outcomes

10. Stability of 2 mg/mL Adenosine Solution in PVC and Polyolefin Infusion Bags

11. Effects of Over the Counter Omega-3 Fish Oils in Modulating Inflammatory Responses

12. Comparing the Time for Nursing Administration of Inhaler Treatments vs Nebulized Treatments in Patients with COPD at Rochester General Hospital

13. Evaluation of Over the Counter Medication Knowledge and Literacy in Middle School and High School Students

14. Stability of Extemporaneously Prepared Cinacalcet Oral Suspensions
School Service: 
Rho Chi members provided service to the school during the interview process for potential pharmacy students. Members gave tours of the school and then took the interviewees to lunch. This provided a good opportunity for Rho Chi members to answer questions and discuss our school with potential students. 
Community Service:
This year, Rho Chi members assisted in hosting a free health fair for local veterans. Members were set up at tables based on different disease states, including hypertension, diabetes, asthma, and COPD. They provided counseling relevant to the disease state, as well as general lifestyle management advice.  
Financial/ Budgeting: Wegmans School of Pharmacy has a standardized budget allotted for each student organization. As the Delta Zeta Chapter of the Rho Chi Honor Society, we receive $865 each academic year. As of 5/1/2017, our balance is $3,829.14. The majority of our expenses this year went towards the induction ceremony ($1,338). To help offset this expense, we received money from our new member inductee fees ($1,235) and hosted 2 trivia nights raising $900.
Initiation Function: 
Our 7th annual Rho Chi Honor Society induction ceremony, for the Wegmans School of Pharmacy Delta Zeta Chapter, took place on March 28, 2017 in the Cleary Auditorium in Kearney Hall. Current members, Rho Chi officers and advisors, faculty, honorary faculty inductee and new inductees for the class of 2019 were in attendance. All attendees enjoyed a wonderful dinner followed by words from our keynote speaker Jeff Huntress. Jeff is the director of clinical pharmacy services and a critical care specialist at Highland Hospital. Jeff gave an inspiring speech about the profession of pharmacy and how to pursue intellectual excellence to advance our profession. After his speech, our program continued sharing the mission, vision and insignia of Rho Chi. The new inductees were then invited onstage to receive their certificates, pins and be officially initiated into the Rho Chi society. The new officers remained on stage and took their oath of office, positions they will hold until the spring of 2018.   

Evaluation/Reflection: This year, our chapter had four major objectives. The first being fundraising. Rho Chi hosted two trivia nights at a local bar, both of which were highly successful. Rho Chi has been hosting trivia night for several years now, and has built a strong rapport with the local restaurant. Overall, this is always a highly successful event. However, this event is our sole source of funding, so we are continually looking for other ways to raise funds. Our second objective was to plan the induction ceremony and poster symposium. The induction ceremony this year was a very nice, classy event with amazing food. Many faculty attended to congratulate the new inductees. To make this event even better, we can utilize a professional photographer. Third, we wanted to expand our volunteer opportunities. As such, we assisted in hosting a free health fair for local veterans. Patients had the opportunity to learn various disease states.  Several other health organizations were present, such as American Red Cross and Trilium Health. Naloxone training was offered to help combat the opioid epidemic. This service is consistent with the mission of the school, which values service and benefitting the underserved. Last, our mission was to create and maintain a bulletin board to highlight the activities of our chapter. The bulletin board is something new that the school has initiated. With the efforts of our historian, we have been able to make it aesthetically pleasing. On that same note, improvements for next year include possibly extending our Blackboard page to be a public website, so that anyone who wishes can view our activities. Overall, we have had a very eventful year. The hard work of our officers, as well as commitment from all our current members has helped to make this an active Rho Chi chapter and we look forward to its continued growth.
