Our initiation was held on campus (Wilkes University) in our Ballroom within the Student Union Building. 67 guests attended for a Saturday afternoon lunch on 4.2.2016. Guest speaker Dr. Jack Reynolds (Professor and Interim Dean at Bouve College of Health Sciences and National Past President of Rho Chi) gave an excellent speech to our new inductees. Fifteen students and two faculty were inducted to the Gamma Lambda Chapter of Rho Chi.

Evaluation/Reflection: 


The Gamma Lambda chapter of Rho Chi made great strides this year as an organization. Chapter members went above and beyond their expected involvement to make this year exceptional. Together, our chapter implemented two new self-directed IPPE events that will be continued in future years. In addition, we increased the number of guests in attendance at our social events and helped spread awareness of Rho Chi within the School of Pharmacy. Each member took on responsibilities to improve our chapters’ tutoring services and APPE Poster Fair. 


One area in particular that our chapter consistently fails to improve upon is community service. Many of our members are highly involved within other organizations and complete community service events on behalf of other organizations. With that being said, a major improvement that our chapter can make in subsequent years would be to establish an annual community service event.

Other information:  

Our chapter initiated a new program titled, “Pharmacy School Survival Tips”. At P1 orientation, incoming students were greeted by chapter members with a comprehensive list of tips to help ensure a smooth transition into pharmacy school. At this time, our chapter was able to promote our peer tutoring services and inform incoming students of the requirements of admittance into the academic honor society of pharmacy.
