Financial/ Budgeting: The budget for the 2016-17 Academic School Year was established on the basis of expenses paid and revenue collected during the previous year. The main fundraiser for the organization is the offering of CPR certification to students from all of the colleges on the University of Oklahoma Health Science Center campus. The organization sold sixty-five certifications that netted ten dollars for each certification provided. We applied for funding from the Oklahoma City campus Student Government Association to pay for food at the Annual Maximizing Mastery of Material Lecture given by Dr. Resman-Targoff and received $100. The remainder of the funding comes from our own funds. The talk was also broadcast to Tulsa. The OU Tulsa Student Government Association awarded us $150 for food in that city. Every semester the college gives the student organizations $200 dollars each. Below is an accounting of our budget, income, and expenditures with the balance of the organization’s funds as of May 9th, 2017. This balance reflects payments for the initiation-related expenses and national dues.

Initiation Function: The 2017 Initiation Ceremony took place on April 19, 2017 at Ted’s Cafe Escondido, a local Mexican restaurant in Oklahoma City, Oklahoma. The thirty-seven attendees included students and faculty from the Oklahoma City and Tulsa campuses, family members, and friends. Seventeen Pharm.D. students were initiated into the Gamma chapter. Dean Melissa Medina, Rho Chi member and current professor and Associate Dean of Assessment and Evaluation at the OU College of Pharmacy, served as our keynote speaker and encouraged us to embrace hard work and perseverance to ensure our future success. The evening concluded with an installation ceremony for the new officers, with the old officers passing candle flames to the new officers.  Programs were provided for attendees and included the names of the initiates, the evening’s schedule of events, and information about the Rho Chi Society.
Evaluation/Reflection: One of the first things our chapter did to start the school year was our activities with the P1 orientation. It is during this time that the incoming students are able to first hear about our Rho Chi Chapter. We have established a very thorough “Study Tips” slide set and continue to make adjustments as we find new suggestions to learn material. Throughout the 2016-2017 academic year we arranged for 8 CPR classes, which averaged about one class per month. We felt that this was a good frequency of classes to allow for suitable turn out at each one. Our fundraiser continues to be very successful due to our CPR chair promoting these classes through an email that gets sent to all pharmacy students each week, and also an email that is sent campus wide. The City Rescue Mission Health Fair is a College-wide activity that has become something of a staple in Oklahoma City. Rho Chi Gamma Chapter represented itself with honor and dignity as ten of our members took time to educate those less fortunate about the dangers of stroke. We were able to educate members of the community on signs and symptoms of a stroke, and also ways to prevent a stroke from occurring. The Maximizing Mastery of Material lecture has become a well-known event across our health sciences campus and is put on by our very own mentor and advisor, Dr. Beth Resman-Targoff. She not only delivers unique memorization methods but she does so in an engaging and entertaining way. The turnout at this event was attributed to the promotion that began 2 weeks prior to the event via social media, email, and flyers. Students within the college of pharmacy and various other colleges are so inspired by Dr. Resman-Targoff that they ask for a copy of the lecture recording. Looking back on the academic year, we cannot help but feel a sense of accomplishment. We feel that improvement can take place when it comes to various service events, and this is something that our chapter looks to strengthen moving forward. One of the most challenging aspects of this task is finding the time within our already-busy schedules. Be it through tutoring, educational seminars, workshops, or even journal clubs, Rho Chi members are in a unique position to use their knowledge and skills to help others achieve new heights.
