Strategic Planning: What goals were set that relate to the Rho Chi mission? (Limit 0.5 page)
The mission of the Rho Chi Society is to recognize and encourage intellectual achievement, further develop intellectual leaders, promote high ethical standards, and stimulate critical inquiry to advance the profession of pharmacy. One way our Gamma Kappa chapter aimed to achieve the Rho Chi mission is by tailoring and promoting the newly developed walk-in peer tutoring program for first and second year pharmacy students. We increased the number of available dates for peer tutoring by involving the entire chapter and soliciting more volunteers. The program was also tailored to the exam schedules of the first and second year pharmacy students and more extensively advertised to increase the number of students that took advantage of this opportunity. We not only helped students to better understand the subject material at these tutoring sessions, but we also offered additional advice to students such as study tips and ways to reduce stress levels. Furthermore, our Gamma Kappa chapter’s involvement in the events at our College of Pharmacy (e.g. Health-fair) was an effort to create an impact to the University and to further advance the profession of pharmacy. At the Health Fair, we provided the visitors with information about pharmacy services, questions that a patient should ask a pharmacist, and information about medications that patients should know.

2. On April 24, 2015, the Rho Chi Society held a guest lecturer event discussing residency tips. The lecture was presented by Dr. Sarah Wieczorkiewicz, the residency program director at Advocate Lutheran.

After assessing this, our Rho Chi chapter realized that holding an event discussing tips for residency would provide the most benefit to the students, as no other organization was holding a guest speaker discussing this topic.

The initiation ceremony was held in conjunction with the Phi Lambda Sigma initiation as well as the Chicago College of Pharmacy Awards Gala. Candidates, family and friends attended the event. Dr. Milena McLaughlin, advisor of the Gamma Kappa chapter, and past officers of the Gamma Kappa chapter delivered the initiation ritual. Dr. Nancy Fjortoft, Dean of the Chicago College of Pharmacy, offered a congratulatory message to the 44 student initiates in attendance.

Overall, the activities that our chapter organized and conducted were effective in creating volunteer opportunities for our members as well as involving the community and other students at our institution. At the Annual Health Fair, we reached out and educated over 100 community members on what their pharmacist can do for them. One of our greatest successes this year was our guest speaker event, which had over 100 students attend. We hosted Dr. Sarah Wieczorkiewicz, a Residency Director at a local hospital, to discuss the benefits of pursuing a residency and components that make a student a strong applicant. Additionally, we worked to modify our peer-tutoring program, which was started just last year. However, we still lacked attendance from first and second year pharmacy students despite constant advertising. The past executive board has discussed new ways to improve this program in the future with the new incoming executive board. We hope this initiative can continue to develop and grow. Lastly, we have discussed new fundraisers and new philanthropy events so that we may make a greater impact on the community.
