Strategic Planning: What goals were set that relate to the Rho Chi mission? (Limit 0.5  page)
· Development of our peers

· This year, Rho Chi provided financial sponsorship to our chapter delegate for attendance at the annual Rho Chi meeting. We felt this experience would be an opportunity for growth and development both professionally and personally. Because of the sponsorship, the delegate was able to attend the meeting and network with Rho Chi chapters across the nation to bring new ideas to our chapter and share what we have been doing locally.

· Another initiative set forth this year was to increase the outreach and development of the P1 and P2 students on campus. To execute this, we developed a presentation filled with tips and tricks for a successful pharmacy school experience and presented it to these students. We included information on stress management, study habits/tips, introduction to drug information questions, journal clubs, etc., and how to prepare for P4 year. The presentation was well received and followed by a question and answer session in which students eagerly participated.
· Recognition of academic excellence in the first year of pharmacy coursework

· Each year, we strive to recognize those students who have achieved academic excellence in their first year of pharmacy education. We provide recognition to these students at the annual Spring Awards Ceremony held on campus and provide each honoree with a certificate from our chapter signifying their accomplishment. We believe these students are on track to be inducted into the society and we encourage them to continue their diligence and hard work.

This year our chapter decided to create and present a presentation to P1 and P2 students about how to succeed in pharmacy school. This is the first year Rho Chi Gamma Mu has done this and we hope to continue presenting the presentation in the future. The presentation was given on April 17, 2015 from 12-1:30 to TTUHSC SOP P1 and P2 pharmacy students. The presentation started off with a little about Rho Chi is and the qualifications of membership in Rho Chi. We also talked about professionalism, how to cope through tough times, and how to get involved. We then gave tips and tricks for P1-P3 classes and rotations, including about curriculum vitas, drug memos, journal clubs, and SOAP notes. P4s also talked about the expenses and difficulties about P4 year.  Members from all of our school’s campuses contributed to the presentation, and it seemed students enjoyed the presentation.

· The following items were taken into consideration for making the new budget:

· Cords/medallions for graduates

·  ($37.50/person)

· Induction ceremony for new inductees and meal provided

·  ($15/meal)

· Funding to help send a representative to the national meeting 

· ($500 for the designated member)

· This year we have planned to organize a fundraiser for next year’s class to implement. This will may it easy for the new officers to use in order to help raise funds for the organization.

Initiation took place February 25th, 2015 on each of the four Texas Tech campuses (Dallas, Amarillo, Abilene, and Lubbock, TX). Attendees included current members and all officers, inductees, faculty advisor, and our honored speaker, Dr. Cynthia Raehl. Dr. Raehl is an alumni member of Rho Chi and highly respected pharmacist within our school as well as the community. She delivered an inspiring talk on motivation and the impact pharmacists can have on patients. Immediately following the induction ceremony, each campus hosted a dinner to honor the new inductees.
